connection with this submission of tender sigried for the purpose of identification by the Sub-divisional
Officer/Executive Engineer shall also be open for inspection by the contractor at the office of the Sub-

Jivisional Ofticer/Executive Engineer during office hours.

2. In the event of the tender being submitted by a firm, it must be signed separately by each
member there of or in the event of the absence of any partner, it must be signed on his behall by a person

holding a power-authorising him to do so.
